Announcement of Courses during 2011-2012

In the wake of the need for Asia – Pacific regional self-reliance and self-sustenance in space science and technology, under the auspices of the United Nations through its office for Outer Space Affairs (UN-OOSA), CSSTEAP came into existence under affiliation to the United Nations in India during 1995. Fifteen countries of Asia and the Pacific region are part of the international Governing Board of the CSSTEAP. Presently, the Governing Board is chaired by Dr. K. Radhakrishnan, Chairman, ISRO and Secretary, Dept. of Space, Govt. of India. Its activities span across Remote Sensing & GIS, Satellite Communications (SATCOM), Satellite Meteorology & Global Climate (SATMET) and Space & Atmospheric Science. 
CSSTEAP announces the organization of various courses during the year 2011-2012 which are conducted at various centres of Department of Space including Indian Institute of Remote Sensing (IIRS) (NRSC), Dehradun, ISRO, Govt. of India –host institutions for RS & GIS course; Space Applications Centre (SAC), ISRO, Ahmedabad for Satellite Communications and Satellite Meteorology & Global Climate courses and Physical Research Laboratory (PRL), Ahmedabad for Space and Atmospheric Science Course. The centre conducts Post Graduate (9-months duration) courses in all these disciplines. These courses are conducted with the existing facilities and expertise already available in these institutes. The RS & GIS course is conducted every year since 1996, while SATCOM course is conducted every odd alternate year since 1997, SATMET & Space Science PG courses every even alternate year since 1998. In addition, the Centre also conducts short term courses (4-6 weeks), workshops in the above disciplines. Since, its inception, the centre has trained about 930 persons from more than 48 countries of the Asia-Pacific region and beyond.

Nominations are invited only from Asia-Pacific region from university educators, professionals & researchers having 2-5 years experience in teaching/research or professional experience in the relevant field with academic qualifications of Master’s degree in science or Bachelor’s degree in engineering. Nominations of the candidates will have to be sponsored (i.e endorsed) by recognized institutions (e.g. ministries, head of the organizations/universities in their respective countries).

For the courses, CSSTEAP offers a limited number of fellowships meeting all expenses of the course based on the recommendation of the admission committee. The course fee for the Post Graduate courses (US $ 6000 per participant) is waived. The course fees for the short course is US $ 600 per participant. Candidate are encouraged to avail the financial assistance scheme of TCS of Colombo Plan, Govt. of India and the details of the fellowship may be obtained from the Embassy/High Commission of India in their countries.  Candidates proposing to avail the Government of India fellowship and the international travelling assistance have to specify request for the same in the application form. Completed applications forms & duly signed by the sponsoring organization should be sent to CSSTEAP through the Embassy /High Commission of the respective country in New Delhi, India for onward transmission to us. However, an advance copy of the application from duly signed by the sponsoring organization may be sent directly to CSSTEAP for taking necessary advance action.
